North American and International Editions





FutureSoft marks its software as the "North American Edition" or "International Edition." These phrases are located in the splash screen (the image DynaComm displays when you start DynaComm) and in the About dialog box (the dialog box DynaComm displays when you select the About option in the Help menu).





If you bought DynaComm in North America, the splash screen and the About box will have the phrase "North American Edition." However, if you bought DynaComm outside North America, the splash screen and About box will contain the phrase "International Edition."





If you have obtained the incorrect edition, please contact the FutureSoft Sales department to obtain the appropriate edition.





Known Problems





Hosts File for Telnet Connections


The "Hosts File for Telnet Connections" feature as described in the documentation is not working. Creating a file in the format IPAddress HostName Alias (tab delimited) does not work as expected.  DynaComm ignores the first field and places the other two fields into the list box.  It doesn't perform the expected IPAddress conversion.  Choosing the alias returns an unknown host message unless the alias is resolved by DNS services.  This seems to happen with all tcp/ip connectors.


Workaround: the alias must always be resolved by a Domain Name Server.





Installation under Windows NT 4.0


This build does not install the DynaComm program group under Windows NT 4.0. To avoid installation problems, note the following:





1. At the prompt: "Would you like to install icons for DynaComm onto the desktop?"


    Select: No


    Installation continues.





2. At the prompt: "Setup has located the TCP/IP stack at this path. Would you like to install icons


      for the TCP/IP utility programs into your DynaComm program group and default toolbar?"


      Select: No


      Installation continues.





3. Although no program group is automatically generated, you may still create your own program


     group for DynaComm.





4. If the installation program hangs during the creation of the program group, use the Ctrl-Alt-Del


      key combination to open the Windows NT Task Manager and end the "Program Group" task.





5. Again, although no program group is generated, the DynaComm application is installed and you


      may create your own program group for DynaComm.

The emulation now operates correctly when running in multiple instances.

VT220 now operates correctly over the Chameleon TCP/IP stack.

The Date function is now year 2000 compliant. The function looks in WIN.INI for the Short Date format, and uses the format for years specified there - that is, if WIN.INI sets sShortDate=M/d/yyyy, the function returns the format 00/00/0000. If sShortDate is set to M/d/yy, the function returns 00/00/00.
